1) CEF rules will be used as guidelines, Junior riders
and Junior horses may ride Western in a snaffle or
bosal with 2 hands. ASTM approved helmets are
mandatory for hunter hack, and recommended for all
participants in all classes. A western bridle must be
used for trail classes, but english attire is allowed.

2) The show is open to all horses, but the show
committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.

3) Classes may be split, combined cancelled by the
show committee.

4) Entry Forms must be signed by exhibitor, parent or
legal guardian if under 18, and be accompanied by
fees to the Colchester & District Ag Society.

5) $20 charge on any NSF cheques.

6) Exhibitors are required to enter the ring wearing the
correct number. There will be no gate holds or
entries allowed in once the gate is closed.

7) Stallions cannot be handled by anyone under 18.
